Great news!  We will be merging with Coral Springs Animal Hospital next month.  We have been planning 
this merger for over 2 years now.  The goal is to continue to provide the high level of care for our avian and 
exotic patients that you are used to.  This merger will allow us to expand our services that will, in the 
future, include 24 hr care for critical patients, immediate access to specialists such as cardiologists, 
internists, oncologists and behaviorists and most importantly in-house emergency service.  We will most 
likely start having the in-house emergency service available starting June 1, 2009. 
 
In addition to these services, we will be able to offer greatly expanded services for our fish patients.  Dr. 
Amanda Grant from Illinois will be joining us at the end of June.  She has several years experience with 
pond and aquarium fish  - both fresh and salt water.  She is very enthusiastic about fish and fish medicine.  
We look forward to her joining our staff. 
 
We will initially be moving into Coral Springs Animal Hospital’s original building the first weekend of 
May 2009.  This is a 2 story “A frame” light gray building on the west side of N. University Drive.

You will be able to enter through a door on the north side of the 
new building to avoid dogs and cats (aka…predators!) in the waiting room and then proceed directly to the 
second floor via either stairs or elevator.
